Prymachenko:

DNA CODE OF UKRAINIAN CULTURE

THE MUSEUM OF LOCAL HISTORY IN THE TOWN OF IVANKIV, KYIV REGION,
WAS BURNED DOWN DURING RUSSIA'S INVASION OF UKRAINE. THE MUSEUM
FEATURED OVER FOUR HUNDRED EXHIBITS, INCLUDING UKRAINIAN FOLK
CLOTHES, HOUSEHOLD ITEMS AND EVEN THE REMAINS OF A MAMMOTH
SKELETON. HOWEVER, IT WAS PARTICULARLY PROUD OF PAINTINGS OF
WORLD-FAMOUS UKRAINIAN ARTIST MARIA PRYMACHENKO.

Oleksii DIDIHUROV:

Maria Prymachenko's creative legacy
is very significant both for me person-
ally and for our new publication Travel
to Art, a special project of the main
Ukrainian aviation magazine Boryspil
Magazine. Therefore, we've decided
that our first issue will give our readers
a glimpse of the work of the distinctive
Ukrainian artist who was a laureate of
the Taras Shevchenko National Prize
of Ukraine and whose exhibition of
paintings inaugurated a unique cultural
project, titled ‘Gallery of National
Pride,’ which was launched in 2015 at
Boryspil International Airport, the air
gateway of Ukraine.

Maria Oksentiyivna Prymachenko was
born and lived almost all her life in the
small Ukrainian village of Bolotnya in
Kyiv region. But her paintings tirelessly

traveled and continue to travel, conquer-
ing the world at exhibitions in Canada,
Japan, China, Poland, Czechia, Bulgaria,
Finland, the United States... She was
admired by Pablo Picasso and Marc
Chagall, and some art critics compared
her artworks with those by Salvador Dali.
She grew up in a creative family: her
father was an excellent carpenter, her
mother was the best embroiderer in the
village, and her grandmother created
amazing ornaments on Easter eggs. The
youngest artist's creative path began
by accident. All started... with blue clay.
Maria Oksentiyivna said in her memoirs:
'Once | was watching geese grazing in
a meadow by the river. | was doodling
all sorts of flowers in the sand. And then
| noticed bluish clay. | took some in the
hem and used it to paint our house../ The
fellow villagers liked the bizarre drawings

so much that, at their request, Maria gladly
painted a couple more neighboring houses.
It is not known for certain, but there is an
assumption that the artist received her
first 'fee’in the form of a piglet.

Kyiv-based craftswoman Tetiana Floru
helped to discover the young artist's rare
talent — she encouraged Prymachenko to
experiment with clay products and paints.

THE PHENOMENON OF
UKRAINIAN NAIVE ART

During her almost go-year life, Maria
Prymachenko created about 800 paintings in
the style of naive art, or primitivism. The plots
of her works are often inspired by folklore,
and sometimes they even resemble children's

drawings and seem simple and uncomplicat-
ed. But simple does not mean poor!

Her Fantastic Beasts series is a unique
phenomenon that has no analogues either
in domestic or in world art. These fantastic
beasts are the product of the artist's own
imagination — such animals do not exist in
nature: an elephant wears a cap, a frog plays
a trumpet, a lion sleeps on a bed...

Using the same technique of naive
imagery, the artist skillfully reveals such
themes in her works as political repression,
the Holodomor... A whole series of her
paintings is dedicated to the Chornobyl
nuclear disaster.

HILARIOUS CAPTIONS

Another distinguishing feature of

Maria Prymachenko's works, her
highlight are captions that are extreme-
ly deep in meaning and sparkling in
form — the names and signatures the

artist used to present her paintings.

Three Facts from
Naive Art
Superstar’s Life

As a child, Maria
Prymachenko suffered from
polio. Her legs were affected,
so she walked with crutches.
Later, she underwent surgery

several times and started
using a prosthesis.

She was right-handed, but she
painted all her paintings with
her left hand.

The artist had no special
education and created her
masterpieces on ordinary
Whatman drawing paper,
using ordinary gouache and
watercolors

She wrote and rhymed them herself or
adapted folk sayings to fit the plots of
her works. 'If Noah Could Draw’'('May
That Nuclear War Be Cursed!’), 'Rat
on a Journey’, 'A Cow Like That Gives

Eyes on Other People's Bread!

A ONCE PEACEFUL, PROSPEROUS UKRAINE HAS BEEN FACED
WITH AN UNPRECEDENTED TRAGEDY THAT COULD GROW
GLOBALLY. THIS IS WHAT UKRAINIAN ARTIST OLGA SABADIN,
AN AUTHOR OF MURALS THAT DECORATE EUROPEAN CITIES
WANTS TO TELL US TODAY, USING THE LANGUAGE OF ART.
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Iga first encountered the war
in 2014 — that's when the
Russian Federation began
aggressive actions in her home
town in Donetsk region. 'Those events
greatly influenced my work and mindset
in general, made me feel my identity
more sharply and reinforced my love
for the Ukrainian language and culture,
Olga says. Continuing and developing the
traditions of the Ukrainian avant-garde of
the early 20th century, the artist created
murals in her native Kostiantynivka and
other towns in the east of Ukraine, which

-
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were able to survive the neighboring
state’s aggression.

But on February 24, 2022, with
the beginning of Russia’s full-scale
invasion of Ukraine, Olga’s life changed
completely. Like other Ukrainians, she
was awakened by explosions at 5 a.m.
Olga's boyfriend, a soldier, joined the
army, and they haven't seen each other
since. Every day, the girl watched Rus-
sian missiles destroying cities, houses
being ruined, and friends going miss-
ing. She could no longer sleep at night,
neither could she continue painting...

NEVER AGAIN

In the end, creativity became Olga’s salvation.
Friends invited her to Berlin, and a joint pro-
ject with other artists was an opportunity for
the artist to convey an important message
to Europeans: one cannot close their eyes to
what has been happening in Ukraine.

The central character of the artwork —

a girl who, having seized the most pre-
cious thing, her pets, flees abroad, and
the caption under it says:'Never again!
The statement, designed to warn against
the inadmissible recurrence of World
War Il atrocities, was depicted by the
artists with a question mark. It is a call
to become aware that a tragedy similar
to the global armed conflict of 1939-1945
is happening again. Ukrainians have
taken the heat, but the disaster is able to
affect any other nation. Russia's peace is
dangerous, it can destroy anyone's home
at any moment. Russia has decided to
attack Ukraine now, but what will it de-
cide tomorrow? That is why the people of
Berlin and other cities of the world must

become one family and do everything

possible to restore peace.



CULTURAL CODE OF
UKRAINE

Olga Sabadin’s next project was implement-
ed in Switzerland. If Berlin's artwork had
originally been planned as a war-related
mural, the Swiss wanted to emphasize a
purely aesthetic aspect.

But of course, the topic of Olga’s home-
land still remained her focus. Thus, a huge
Ukrainian flag and a pattern reproducing
embroidery on Ukrainian national clothes
appeared on the walls of an art residence
facility. Olga chose a traditional ornament
originating in Donetsk region. A number
of other recognizable symbols of Ukraine
were depicted on another wall, against
a colorful carpet of flowers: a pysanka (a
painted Easter egg), a faceless motanka doll
(an ancient toy that served as an amulet),

and a rushnyk towel (embroidered linen that

plays a significant role in many rituals). The
brief explanations in English are intended
to introduce Ukrainian culture to Europe-
ans, and the call to save Ukraine and make
the aggressor stop the war is designed to
encourage donations, volunteering, and

support for Ukrainian families.

Omar, what was your first step into
art? And why art in general?

Well. since I'was very young. I knew
that I wanled to be an arlist, so I stud-
iecd as an artist. And then I swilched
lo being a curalor. For many reasons.
when I moved to New York. my work
as an arlist started to be much more
conceplual in terms of praclice.

Are you creating art on your own now?
So. just for you. my curalorial praclice
became so because | was an arlisl.
and then it led me to collaborate with
olher artists. I started curaling carly in
New York for a variely of alternalive
non-prolit organizations. I was impor-
lanl Lo cooperale wilh other people |
knew [rom my generalion al thal time.

BRIDGES

Do you mean Cuban artists?
Nol necessarily. Mainly Latin American
arlists: Mexican. Caribbean. Argenlini-

an. Chilean.

Can you give us a couple of names?
Oh my God. I'm working wilh so many
ol them. Right now. I'm curaling the
gallery in Madrid. and I'm working
wilh Heclor Garefa. He is 28 years old.
[1e does performances. installalions.
sculplures. drawings. and this is his
first solo exhibition. I feel empalhy

for artists who are emerging. I've also
done the research. and I work with
arlists [rom Easlern Europe. For exam-
ple. T had a solo exhibilion ol a Serbian
arlist a few years ago in New York. His
name is Slobodan Stosic¢. Many things
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in Baslern Europe have conneclions
wilh Latin American history because
Lthey have a similar historical evolulion.
My inlerestis Lo have a kind of global

conversalion.

We are glad that Ukraine is on your
agenda to build the bridges.

I am looking for cooperalion oppor-
Lunities with Ukraine and have spenl
quile a lot ol time exploring Ukraine. |
discovered Voloshyn Gallery. which is
perfect for promoling conlemporary
art in Ukraine. By the way. shortly.

Art should be available Lo
ceveryone. rather than to a small gather-
ing lor an ArtTV. Aboul seven years
ago. I worked as a curalor in Nicaragua.
I inviled several artists [rom different
countries. The main goal ol the projecl
was live communicalion between the
arlist and the local population. One
Mexican sculplor settled in the mosl
disadvanlaged arca. where people live
in a very peculiar way. I'le spent three
weeks there and erecled a monument.
The local community has a beautiful
new place today where people can

meel. socialize and hopelully be friends.

So, you've built a bridge.

A bridge belween the artist and the
communily. and also directly belween
the members ol the communily itsell.
The artist was allowed lo demonstrate
his talenl and beneflil sociely.
Lvervthing is interconnected.

How can you rate the Miami art mar-
ket? Is there room for new players?
Miami is nol only growing in lerms ol
arl. Miami is experiencing a conslruc-
tion boom. There are more opportuni-
lies for arlists Lo work in public places.

In addition. more and more arlists are
moving lo Miami because il is a covel-
cd place: there are good musceums.
nol many non-profil organizalions. bul
many scrious colleclors.

Can you recommend moving to Miami
and trying to make art there?

Yes. The more talent comes Lo Miami.
the better for Miami. The city is a little
over a hundred years old. There will be a
lot ol work in the field ol education and
arl. The authorities. the public. and the
arlists should have a helpflul dialogue.
Conslructlive collaboration is required.

What exactly can influence the de-
velopment of art?

The main thing is thal we must make
sure thal art platforms work all yvear
round and are nol scasonal evenls.
There will be offers — there will be
demand.

Could you please recommend your
top three steps for the young and
talented: what to do to succeed in
the art market?

Je yoursell! Do notl look around. butl
be sure lo communicale with col-
leagues and be aware of the art of dil-
ferent generalions. Take the initiative
and organize an exhibition with [riends
or pcople vou know. Take part in all
kinds ol projects that are held in more
modest spaces than galleries or muse-
ums. Gel the audience’s allention!

IUis necessary Lo balance belween
studio work and socializing. Be sure
Lo visil exhibitions and other cultur-
al events. Eventually. someone will
invile you to the gallery. And when the
curalor sees your works ol art in the
arl program. they may invile you lo
participale in the museum exhibilion.
Like this. step by step...

In our time. lechnology is of greal im-
porlance. Be aclive on social media. I've
been a curator for almost 20 yvears, bul |
don’t live in the past. 1 like to accept the
present and strive for the fulure withoul
being limiled by the lastes and habils
ol one generation. Art is the only thing
Lo which you musl be uncondilionally
commilled. Good luck!

You have recently returned from the
United States. Could you please tell

us about your first impressions of the
trip? Did you manage to turn your
plans into reality?

Firsty. my main goal was Lo exhibil al Art
Basel Miami Beach. My preparation look

six months: I consulted with gallery owners.
crisis managers lo develop the right stralegy

and compelently display my artworks.

Then there was a prolessional selection
stage, for which we created the composition
ol all my works in 3D formal. Thal is.we
demonstraled how my works could look al the
exhibition — they were specially arranged by
composition. color: so that everything looked
Llogether in harmony: We spent aboul a week
on Lhis. because there was a lol o work. and it
is very diflicull to evaluate ourselves. And here
my leam - curator Tatiana Zabora and manag-
cr Solomia Dolsey Viniar: who approached this
issue very professionally. was ol greal help.

Surprisingly. the Selection Commission
responded very quickly. informing that my
works had been chosen..And then we chose
a boolh — the space we would like 1o use al
the exhibition. . And we also had o prepare
the paintings themselves. because some
were nol in the size that suited us. So. 1
(inalized them right there.
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How many Art Basel exhibitors were
there in 2021? And how many Ukrainian
artists were represented?

In fact. Arlt Basel Miami Beach is an art fair
that lasts a whole week. All exhibitions are
housed in six huge pavilions. Some arlisls.
like me. for example. work on their own.
some are represented by galleries. That is. il
is dillicull to track exactly how many exhibi-
lors were Lthere. For example, in my pavilion
alone. there were aboul 300 arlists and
more than 100 galleries. There were two arl
fairs held simultancously: Red Dol Miami.
Spectrum Miami. Unlitled. and NADA.

Of course. there were Ukrainians as well. 1
managed lo gel Lo know some ol them. I Tow-
ever: mosl of them moved lo America long
ago and presenl themselves as Americans or
on behall of American galleries. .A\mong my
co-exhibilors there was only one sign saying
‘Ryiv: Ukraine. And some other Ukrainian
arlists were presented by certain galleries.

Les, could you say that your first expe-
rience of taking part in an exhibition of
such level was successful?
More than successful. For me.il is a greal
leap lorward and a sign ol slatus. Afler all.
every arlist dreams ol gelling lo such an
exhibition. To be honesl. the team and T had
expecled o be there in 2022 or a year laler:
Therefore.when my entries passed the se-
lection so easily and successlully. at first. I did
nol even comprehend what had happened.
Yes. my main goal was Lo gel onlo the
American markel. And by that time. I had
already had solo exhibitions al the Ukrainian

National Muscum ol Chicago and the

Ukrainian Institute ol America in Manhal-
lan. New York Cily: This is, of course. very
cool! Bul only Ukrainians exhibil there.
Arl Basel Miami Beach is way dillerent by
level wilth over 1.000 arlisls and over 200
lecading contemporary arl galleries from
around the world.

You are a 2021 award winner at Art Basel
Miami Beach as the Best New Exhibitor.
How important is it to you?

This award is an .\merican recognition ol my
work. Alter all, Arl Basel is the coolesl arl [air
a world-class exhibition.

Could you please tell me whether it is
so rewarding for Ukrainian artists to
exhibit at Art Basel and even more -
take the same risks as you did by
representing yourself rather than being
represented by a gallery?

[ think thal one definilely needs lo be an

exhibitor: s for the risks. leUs pul il thal way:
some arlists brought two or three paintings
Lo thal exhibition. bul I had 15 artworks on
display. And [ decided to present myself as

‘The Memory
on Her Face’

etween April 1 and April 25,2022,
Voloshyn Gallery represented
The Memory on Her Face:

Part 11, a group exhibition of Ukrainian
artists featuring works by Nikita Kadan,
Lesia Khomenko, Nikolay Karabinovych,
Maria Sulymenko, Vlada Ralko, Yevgen
Samborsky, and Oleksiy Sai. The first
iteration of this exhibition, The Memory on
Her Face, was presented in Miami between
February 5 and March 28, 2022.

After the Russian Federation invaded
Ukraine on February 24, 2022, the exhibi-
tion project gained new relevance. Curated
by Omar Lopez-Chahoud, an independent

After school, Gianni ran to the tailoring
atelier owned by the Versace family and
watched with interest as Donna Francesca
took measurements, skillfully draped the
silk on the client's body, and reverently
made the sign of the cross before taking
the scissors and making the first cut of fab-
ric. The principal was indignant: Gianni was
constantly drawing Sophia Loren and Gina
Lollobrigida in frankly seductive dresses
invented by himself instead of listening to
the math teacher. Poor stern principal! He
knew half the truth. On his way to school,
little Gianni walked past prostitutes. In the
boy's imagination, the priestesses of love
seemed like beautiful fairies roaming the

sidewalks of Reggio di Calabria. The street
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photographed building in Miami and the
third most popular in America (after the
White House in Washington, D.C., and Elvis
Presley's estate in Memphis). Casa Casua-
rina is a unique place that gives the feeling
of being'tempted by luxury! But as Versace
himself said, '| don't believe in good taste’
There are no general rules for everyone.
There is no standard of beauty. According
to the designer’s confession, his style is'chic
and shock!

The history of the Villa Casa Casuarina is
dramatic and, therefore, fascinating. While
traveling in the Dominican Republic,
American tycoon Alden Freeman was de-
lighted to see the Alcazar de Colén palace,
built in the XVI century by order of the
first-born son of legendary explorer Chris-
topher Columbus. The two-story Spanish
Gothic building, built of coral blocks and
without a single nail, had about 50 rooms,
galleries, a courtyard, and was immersed
in beautiful gardens. In 1930 Mr. Freeman,
following a dream, built a new architectural
marvel in the suburbs of Miami, literally on
the shores of the Atlantic Ocean (it is no
more than 100 m between the gate and the
water’s edge). In the years that followed,
the mansion was rebuilt many times and
changed its countless owners and tenants.
There were times when a room in Casa
Casuarina was available for $1 a month.

But there was an event — Seeing the
mansion, Gianni exclaimed,' | want to buy
it!'— and immediately called his lawyers.
After the unification of two plots of land
and the reconstruction of the building, the
Versace Palace included ten bedrooms,
eleven bathrooms, five libraries, an obser-

vatory, seven fireplaces, a garage for twelve
cars, a big guest house, a new fountain, and
the famous pool with the gold-tiled snake-
haired Medusa head. The architectural
ensemble is still decorated with frescoes,
columns, sculptures, stained-glass, wrought
iron gates and grates, marble carvings, and
porcelain paintings skillfully performed by
masters of old and modern times. Styles
and eras spin in a crazy whirlwind of
eclecticism, subject to the luxury rule. And
if anyone cares about the rumor of a gold
toilet, it'was here': nothing human is alien
to the celebrities. The designer himself laid
the floor tile ornaments and developed
the furniture sketches. And the armchairs,
sofas, and pouffes were upholstered exclu-
sively in Versace fabrics.

The press used to say that the Villa
Casa Casuarina deserves no less atten-
tion than the Palace of Versailles. The

MR. WILFREDO O. ALLEN

Giedre, could you please tell me how
famous attorney Mr. Wilfredo O. Allen
became an art collector?

Wilfredo was born into a family of intellec-
Luals in Cuba. Tlis father was a business-
man. and his mother was the only female
laswwyer who defended the interests ol
ordinary people and who disagreed wilh
Iidel Caslros policy. She was respecled and
known throughoul the country. Bul this
did nol make the authorities happy - the
family moved to America just overnight.
I'or an eleven-year-old boy. used o living in
a big. beauliful house with an eslablished
lifestyle. there was a shock. He did nol
understand whal had happened — Willredo
began Lo colleel paintings because he had
always been fond ol arl. especially Cuban
arl: this was the way Lo express love [or
his mom and dad. for Cuba and Cubans.
M Allen is intellectual and erudite. e is a

Renaissance man.

However, how did the collection origi-
nate and grow?
M Allen was lighting for the rights of Cu-

bans in the 1990s. Many celebrilies, including

painlers. would ask him for help and then
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give him painlings as a loken of gratitude.
When Willredo arrived in Europe. he always
visited small arl bouliques in Paris or London.
Among many ordinary canvases. he found
works by Pablo Picasso, Diego Rivera. painted
on regular cardboard - this was possible in
those days. It was like a treasure hunt for him.
Currently. 5 Lo 15 new painlings appear every
week - thal’s jusl crazy!

Where are the paintings being stored?
Is there probably some gallery, work-
shop, warehouse, or museum?

The painlings are being stored everywhere.
We joke aboul il: we need another oflice
because there are no blank walls. Take a
look. Do vou see shelves anywhere? The
boss has a real passion for arl. The piclures
hang on absolulely all walls. Almost all his
friends collecl paintings. and he always
gives them beaulilul gilts. And. of course.
he has an impressive collection al home!

Do you mean that there is no specific
place?

I le rents a large warchouse. which conlains
more than LOOO painlings.

Do you organize tours, or is this just for
friends?

I'm jusl going Lo visil this secrel place
(laughs). We are so busy and don’l have
enough time! I saw the home collections of

Mre Allen and his [riends. IF'rom time Lo lime.

they arrange small exhibilions.

Where did Wilfredo develop such a love
of the arts?

We. as altorneys. see a lot of injustice

and often tragedies. so we like o look at
pictures. IUs like flipping a loggle swilch.
Cubans have a hol lemperament and are
nol used lo relaxing medilatively. In con-
trasl. the boss collects garish paintings that
cause a specilic shock and ‘raise”serious
questions. I you ask me which style he likes
the best. Twill say. "all of them!” But his
favorile works are portrails of women. e is
interested in faces. especially the images ol
the Virgins. The Cuban Virgins are the pro-
leclors of those who seek reluge from the
Cuban nightmare. fleeing by waler, so in a
painling. the Virgin will always be on the
waler or somehow connecled wilh waler.

However. in my childhood. see-
ing Paris seemed like a [light of fancy.

Where is it most comfortable for
you to paint: in France, Ukraine,
or...? Where do you receive the
most inspiration?

I can get inspired unexpectedly. and
the borders are no obslacle. I travel a
lol. France is my new love. Ukraine is
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my homeland. and Morocco inspires
me. [t happens that you think aboul the
lopic lor new works and nothing inter-
esling comes up! And suddenly. alter
the first night in Morocco. vou make 15
skelcehes in a single burst. That is how
Lhe lalest series ol paintlings. “Tribalism.
I larmony [rom Chaos. appcared.

Even Picasso, for example, was
fascinated by authentic African art
early in his career. What was your
path as a painter?

Compared Lo the genius Picasso. Iwas
nol sure ol my choice. The well-mean-
ing parents advised receiving a pracli-
cal specialization. The galleries didn't
pay allenlion tlo me. Working as an
archilecl. I conlinued lo improve as an
arlisl. The love ol painling remained a
strong one. And the lime came. 1 oflen
senl my piclures abroad and dreamed
ol flying away wilh them. So. when

I was offered a project in France. |
acceplted without hesitation. It was the
final poinl aboul who I am. A\ painler!

Is it true that you started painting

at the age of three?

Yes. il is true. I saw and picked up the

brushes for the first lime in my grand-

pa's workshop.

How did the parents react to the
child prodigy? Did they support you?
I drew something like a tulip for my
mother on March 8 back in 1993. Mom
was proud ol my naive ‘maslerpicces’
and often showed them Lo coworkers.
[Towever. such pleasanl memories are
mainly aboul childhood. There was nol
much support. On the contrary. they
wanled Lo bring me Lo reason.

Men rarely draw flowers, but it is a
favorite subject for you. Is it your
delicate psyche or customer orienta-
tion — do the ‘bouquets’ sell well?

I was born in a small town, and my
childhood was urban. When my par-
cenls bought the house. I enthusiasti-
cally started gardening. Then flowers
appeared in my life. There is nothing
more perlect than nature. Plants

I have asked a provocative question

[Uis true. My carly work was shaped by
the influence ol talented Ukrainian arl
painlers — Kaleryna Bilokur and Maria
Prymachenko. I owe them nol so much
my choice ol lechnique or style as my
perceplion ol harmony and beauly.
One can endlessly admire Bilokur's
fower kingdom™ and Prymachenko's
Tanlasies.

you also seek and find recognition
in this extraordinarily artistic

city. What do you think about
coincidences in the destiny of
students and idols?

I believe in coincidence and fale.

My career, inextricably linked o my
biography. is strikingly similar lo the slory
ol painler Lev Tehistovsky. who moved Lo
Paris al aboul my age. e had a wonderful
garden and a greenhouse. where he grew
his favorile orchids and painted them.

What is the record price paid for
your work? And for example, how ac-
tive is the French art market today?

Whal an embarrassing question! The
arlisl's success depends lo a large
extent on the marketer, the arl dealer.
and Lhe gallery owners. I can boasl
thal I never make copies or use cheap
malerials. Painlings to the painter are
like children — Twant them Lo live a
long time. be beauliful and healthy.
and go Lo a good home where they will
be loved and cared for. The nolion of a
starving arlisUis long gone. My painl-
ings arce nol cheap. Regarding the arl
markel: the global art markel is in a
deep erisis because of the pandemic. |
had to cancel exhibilions. the prepara-
Lion ol which took almosl a year.

Creativity is joy and hard work. You
travel a lot, enjoying life in the ‘here
and now’ and rightly so.

I am sure that the
future of art should not be limited to
Lhe closed spaces ol arl cenlers. Plans
include nonstandard urban exhibilions
wilh the projection of painlings on the
facades ol houses and wilh musical
accompanimenl. My dream is lo creale
my own arl space in Paris. lo inlroduce
voung lalents who. like me. have no
access lo galleries. My eredo is laconic,
Amor Vincil Omnia! (from Lalin. Love
conquers everylhing!)

The hotel’s then owner Mad-
ame Jeanne Augier refused to sell Le Ne-
gresco to Bill Gates himself and bequeathed
it to a charity that helps homeless people
and stray animals.

ASTIAN REY
SCULPTOR, ARTIST, PHILOSOPHER, MYSTIC




My journey to mindfulness and unlock-
ing my artistic potential has started after
many years spent being part of a branch
of Christianity. For almost 12 years in reli-
gious communities, | have received quite
questionable life experiences, even painful
ones. All that time, | was overwhelmed
with the feeling that | wasn't living my
life because we were not taught to take
responsibility for our lives and have our
own conscious and reasonable opinion. All
we had to do was blindly obey the wishes
of people of higher rank and trust their
authority. The hardships started when
my marriage, created according to the
religious community's rules, broke down
after several years. Everything came to
the point of no return, and | had to decide
on divorce. At that moment, | faced the
utmost intolerance towards myself. They
tried to break me down morally and take
me over. That was because people like
me damaged the reputation of an ‘ideal’
church that had no place for divorces, and
all people were righteous. | found myself
"thrown out" of the system.

Nature is a great power that is second
to none in wisdom and inevitability of
processes, including epiphany. | left the
community. Having grown beyond my per-
sistent views, | started searching for the
foundation inside myself. | learned how to
see the world not only in black and white
but also to distinguish the varieties of
shades. Religion is important and helpful
at some particular point for one aiming
to reveal their spirituality. However, next
comes the deep immersion in learning the
Truth. And each one should walk this path
alone, like a pilgrim in a desert. Tough life
circumstances cause a person to seek
an oasis among limitless sands and the
scorching sun. The feelings sharpen, and
the mind starts working to its maximum
effect, looking for a straight path to reach
the water to satisfy the thirst.

| was reflecting much on the topic of
creation in the context of different reli-
gions. In Christianity, Islam, and Hinduism,
the stories about the origin of the human
race and the Flood are strikingly similar.
Unfortunately, people see more differences
and are in no hurry to agree in front of
the single Creator. Everyone is proud of
'their' religion, often with a sword in hand.

Almost the entire Old Testament is filled
with bloody massacres of the ‘chosen

people’against the infidels. Let's remem-
ber the Crusades in the Middle Ages. And
modern terrorism. At the same time, the
‘soldiers for the faith’ were always promised
paradise after death. The message is clear:
there will always be breakdowns towards
dissenters, where there are fanaticism and
literal interpretations of sacred texts.

The modern world is full of informa-
tion chaos. Who is guilty? Let's leave this
question unanswered. However, it is de-
liberately done to take control of people's
minds. And most people are not really
against external leading, as it is easier to
live if others decide for you by creating
the illusion of a free choice. Still, what

can be worse than being a puppet whose
life is dependent on someone’s will and
constrained standards? And what is the
sign of a free Person?

| took the position of an Observer while
searching for the Truth. Do you remember
the proverb ‘Even a fool who keeps silent
is considered wise'? Tolerance of another's
worldview and way of life contributes
to a deeper understanding of oneself
and the world. Tolerance does not equal
indifference. However, before performing
at the tribune or, God forbid, being up in
arms, it must be useful to stumble at your
rightness. The ancient Greek philosopher
Socrates was not embarrassed to admit:
'Scio me nihil scire’ ('l know that | know
nothing’).

| often hear from people that my sculp-
tures excite the sensation of hidden mean-
ing and external severity. This statement
is true. Methinks that rust, gold, stone,
concrete, and cold steel can show the
drama of human experiences in search of
earthly and spiritual truths.

One of the topics of my work is research
and acceptance of the dark and light sides,
primarily of one’s personality. Harmony
appears at the intersection of the spiritual
and material, black and white, like the
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yin-yang symbol. Music plays an essential
role in the creative process for me. It often
happens that the walls of my workshop
shudder to the hard rock of Rammstein,
Nirvana, or Black Sabbath. And sometimes,
| change the brutal atmosphere with the
sounds of Indian mantras and fumes of in-
cense. Such entourage helps me immerse
in the atmosphere of contrast between
‘sublimity’and 'depravity! For me, these two
concepts are different sides of the same
coin and show human nature.

| experiment a lot in my artistic activity,
working with electric welding and other
tools that help create unusual textures. Each
work is individual and hand-made. | enjoy
the ‘live contact’ with the material. | use a
stable color palette, but | like to combine
rust and gold. With the help of this combina-
tion, | create a conceptual conflict between
rusty principles and unattainable ideals,
which attract people like eternally sparkling
Aurum. The most accurate term to describe
my state in the creative process is Medita-
tion. | name my style Sacral Minimalism.

By deliberately avoiding realistic char-
acters, | draw the viewer's attention to
symbolic meanings. In this context, | often

The massive aircraft was built in the
middle of the 1980s as part of a Soviet
space program. A real giant was needed to
transport the Buran orbiter and elements
of the Energia launch vehicle from the
suburbs of Moscow to the Baikonur
Cosmodrome, the USSR's main spaceport
located in the steppes of Kazakhstan. The
aircraft was developed by Kyiv's Antonov
Design Bureau because its engineers al-
ready had experience in the construction

of oversized cargo aircraft — the Antonov
An-22 Antei and the Antonov An-124
Ruslan.

Even at the stage of its development, the
aircraft became a record holder. It usually
took five to six years to create an aircraft.
However, there were only three and a half
years between the moment when the
designers were given the task and when
the giant plane took off. The hangar for the
assembly shop was built simultaneously
with the aircraft. After all, no facility could



fit the plane the size of a football field and
the height of a six-story building!

The An-225 made its maiden flight in
1988, setting 106 world records for aircraft
of its class. The main task for which it
was created had already been completed
at that time — the Buran was brought
to Baikonur by other aircraft. However,
in 1989, the six-engine beast conducted
several demonstration flights over the
spaceport and, paired up with the ‘small’
60-ton spaceplane, impressed Paris Air
Show visitors.

Ukrainians declared in unison: one can
neither destroy nor kill a real dream, and
specialists began to think about how to
reanimate the beast. Firstly, the possibil-
ity of using at least some of the surviv-
ing parts of the wrecked aircraft was
assumed. Secondly, despite the fact that
the An-225 was not originally planned
for mass production, the Mriya still had
a 'twin sister’— the other aircraft, which
remained unfinished. They repeatedly
wanted to make it fit for flight, but none
of the potential buyers or investors still

had enough money. Nowadays, experts
assess the condition of the second pro-
totype differently: some optimistically
call it a 'semi-finished product,’ some
pessimistically consider it a ‘'museum
exhibit’.. But at least its partial use is
still possible.

However, even if the aircraft is rebuilt
not from scratch, the engineers will face
enormous amounts of work. The new
Mriya will have to meet modern and
advanced airworthiness standards, so a
significant number of technical solutions
will need to be redeveloped. Designing,
producing unique components, testing
— all this will require a huge investment,

which can amount to several billion
dollars. Experts doubt that the comeback
of the world's largest aircraft will pay off
financially. However, no one doubts that
it will happen. After all, the Mriya is not
only the pride of Ukrainian aviation, but
also the heritage of all humankind. Today,
a special fund has been set up to rebuild
the aircraft, and Ukraine will make every
effort to ensure that the aggressor state
pays for the project. In general, Ukrainian
experts are convinced that together with
the international community, with the
help of leading companies in the global
aviation industry, the unique aircraft will
take off again.

Using abstract and figurative approaches,
Andrii intends to touch the hearts of his
audience, provoking his viewers to embark
on a journey of self-exploration. Integrating
people and their messages written on target
papers into his art, Andrii unites individual
messages and transforms them into one big
positive message by compiling those papers

together. This artistically serves as a meta-
phor for unity, whereby those participating
in the project feel a sense of belonging and
share a similar identity of peace-builders
worldwide.

It is noteworthy that Andrii’s inter-
pretation of target papers is that the
target conceptually ceases to be a
shooting object and rather becomes a
symbol of setting and achieving goals.

a symbol of aggression. Rather, Andrii
treats targets as symbols of human vir-

tuousness, aiming to popularize the idea

of the well-being of the world. Noticing
the public's high interest in the project
shared among people from countless
walks of life, the IQTargets creative team
collaborates with galleries, museums,
and art and auction houses to exhibit
his works and those of other artists to
auction and later donate the proceeds
to charity.

Andrii wants to prove that committing
to a small action such as writing positive
messages on tiny target papers can, in
fact, enable people to collaborate and
help those in need, thereby bringing
transformative change towards building
universal peace. Besides, Andrii desires
to bring as many people into the world
of high art as possible, allowing them to
become a part of it and place themselves
in the history of the world.

IQTargets attracts exhibition visitors
who are ordinary people, namely teachers,
athletes, diplomats, policymakers and, of
course, artists.

In unpredictable times such as now,
when the world is on the edge of the
unfortunate escalating conflict between
different countries, the notion of peace
and unity is incredibly important. Inspired
by painter Nicholas Roerich, Andrii be-
lieves in the ideal of The Peace Through
Culture, hoping that one day in the forth-
coming future, his dream of world peace
and world harmony will become a reality.

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o one will argue that the
English are first and foremost
proud of their history and
carefully preserve manifesta-
tion of it: castles, palaces, estates, fences
and doors, fireplaces and stained glass
windows, weapons, lace, dishes, paint-
ings, tapestries, and much more. Itis
not surprising that there are many flea
markets in England. It is part of the na-
tional culture and daily life of the British.
There are different trading formats: car
boot sale - selling from the trunk of a
car, vintage fairs, stores, and galleries. It
will not be that hard to find something
unique in magnificent old England. But
you need to know the right places. So
here is a brief overview of flea markets

in London and the suburbs:




CRYSTAL PALACE
CAR BOOT SALE

You can buy absolutely everything here,
from IKEA bathroom shelves to rare
antique books, tapestries, furniture, and
dollhouses. Only cash is accepted - you
need to stock up in advance because the
nearest ATM is far away. A rental van will
transport large-sized purchases to the
given address. Haggling is possible. Near
the end of the trade, many sellers grab the
last customers and give away any item for
g1 or £2. Time and place: twice a week,
Wednesday and Saturday, from 6 to 11 a.m.
The market is organized only in summer
and winter. The location depends on the
season: Sutton in summer and Crystal
Palace in winter.

ADAMS ANTIQUES
FAIRS

Lots of silver, paintings, antique items
of women's clothing, vintage jewelry
of famous brands (Dior, Chanel, etc.)
All the vendors are in their old age.
Ladies and gentlemen are ready to tell
fascinating stories and legends about
their treasures. There is the possibility
to pay by credit card here, although
not everywhere. Time and place: once
a month, from 10 a.m.to 4 p.m., in one
of the old buildings in central London.

BERMONDSEY SQUARE
ANTIQUE MARKET

There is a little bit of everything here:
porcelain, silver, jewelry, cutlery. The
market is pretty small, but | never come
out of it empty-handed. | can buy a string
of pearls or a doll. Art dealers and true
connoisseurs of antiques love to pop in
here. Time and place: on Friday, from 7 to
12 a.m., near London Bridge, part of the
market is in the pavilion; another part is in
the open air.

USEFUL BAG

GREENWICH VINTAGE
MARKET

There is a lot of bijouterie and furnishings
here. The market is small, but you are sure
to ‘dig out’'something interesting. Only
cash is accepted. Nearby there is a park
and an observatory, so if you wish, you can
‘kill two birds with one stone. Time and
place: on Saturday, from 7 to 12 a.m., near
the vast market for food and handicrafts,
do not get confused!

PORTOBELLO ROAD
MARKET

An entire street of shops and antique
stores! It is a concentration of beauty from
all trends, eras, and styles. Exquisite silver,
the finest porcelain, precious jewelry — you
can find anything here! From an old vinyl
record autographed by a legendary musi-
cian to a rabbit's foot brooch! You can pay
with a credit card in the stores, but only
cash in a street market. There are two
ATMs nearby. Time: stores are open every
day except Sunday, from 10 a.m.to 6 p.m;
the street vintage and food market open
on Saturday, from 9 a.m.to 5 p.m.

GRAYS ANTIQUE CENTRE

Museum-level antiques are those that are
inherited or purchased for investment

purposes. A fabulous place for treasure

hunting! And for me, it is a place of power
and inspiration. Jewelry: tiaras, necklaces,
brooches, and diamond earrings. Silver-
ware, collectible watches, antique lace,
rare porcelain. New stuff almost every
week! Experienced dealers will help you in
case you can not make a choice. Time and
place: every day except Sunday, usually
from 11 a.m. till 4 p.m., in central London,
one minute walk from Oxford street.

Therefore, there is no reason to take
advantages to bring your brand or project
to the Asian market.
